TOOLS AND MATERIALS REQUIRED

Students should have the following, as a minimum set of tools for mask carving:

1. General purpose (flat or slightly curved (#2 sweep]shaping blade type) elbow adze

2. Hollowing elbow adze (more deeply curved, like a #7 or 8 sweep gouge)

3. Straight blade, detail type knife 1.5 – 2 inches long (double or single bevel)

4. Curved blade knife with medium bend (double bevel preferred) minimum 2” long

5. Curved blade knife with deeper, hollowing type curve
